The are proclaimed is part of the total catchment is subject to a weir on the Moorabool River at Sheoaks, constructed by the Geelong Waterworks and Sewerage Trust, opposite to Crown Allotments 29D, Parish of Durdidwarrah and 112M, Parish of Coolebarghurk.
The use of land within this catchment is subject to specification by notice or by determination made by the Soil Conservation Authority, acting under the provisions of Sections 22(2) and 23 (1) (a) (b) and (c) of the Soil Conservation and Land Utilization Act 1958, as amended.
The area described as indicated on Plan No. S-655 hereunder, the original of which is lodged at Head Office of the Soil Conservation Authority, 378 Cotham Road, Kew, 3101.
